How To Make Your

1. Cut out the flags.

2.Using a hole punch, punch
two holes at the top of each
triangle.

3.Thread some string through
the holes.

4.Space the triangles out
evenly.

5.Stick tape on the back of
each triangle to keep it in
place.









How to make your
